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System requirements 
 

Installing and running our software requires a server or web space with PHP support and a 

MySQL database. 

You need to have at least PHP in Version 5.3.2 and MySQL 5.1.17 with InnoDB support. It is 

recommended to always use the latest versions for better performance, stability and security 

reasons. The following PHP extensions are required to operate our software:  

 mbstring 

 libxml 

 dom 

 zlib 

 pdo 

 pdo_mysql 

 json 

 pcre 

 

It is absolutely necessary that the PHP safe mode is turned off! 

The software uses about 20 MB disk space once installed. The disk and database usage raises 

with user activity, e.g. writing messages or uploading files. 

We recommend that you contact your server administrator or hosting company to verify that your 

system fulfills the aforementioned requirements. Usually our software installs and runs smoothly 

on all bigger hosting companies. 

 

Installing and using every aspect of our software requires an up-to-date browser with JavaScript 

enabled.

In case of an 

error message the screenshot does 

not replace the text version.

The link for the contact can be found directly in the plug-in store for 

the plugin or in the package list in the ACP (Developer link below System » Packages » List 

Packages).

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Installation 
 

Preparations & considerations 
 

1. Unzip the zip file to your hard drive. You will get these files: 

 upload/test.php 

 upload/install.php 

 upload/WCFSetup.tar.gz 

 License agreement.txt 

 Lies mich.txt 

 Lizenzbestimmungen.txt 

 Read me.txt 

 

Note: The file "WCFSetup.tar.gz" is also an archive. Never unzip that archive! 

 

2. Simply upload the three files from the "upload" subdirectory with your FTP program to a 

subdirectory of your choice on your web space. Consider uploading the files to the directory, 

where you want your filebase to be installed later. The installation assistant will then suggest you 

first to create a directory for the Community Framework (wcf) and later directly for the filebase. 

 

3. To ensure your web space fulfils the system requirements, consider testing the PHP support 

first! All you need to do so is opening the file "test.php" in your browser and see the results. For 

example http://www.example.com/test.php (replace "www.example.com" with the name of your 

server). If your server doesn't fulfils the system requirements, you may contact your web host to 

ask for some solution. For a dedicated server, please install the missing components. 

 

4. For further installation, please keep your MySQL access data ready. You can get this in the 

customer area of your web host.

Administration 
 

 

 

Welcome to the administration interface, following ACP called. 

 

 

News 

All important messages are posted by us on Twitter. In order to keep this information up to date, 

these tweets are embedded in the ACP. 

 

System 

This tab is important if you ever have problems with the software. Because here you will find 

important information that can help your counterpart to be able to help you quickly and accurately 

with your problem. 

Important are here the version numbers of the Community Framework ™ (hereinafter called 

WCF) and of the WoltLab® Filebase™. Details about the operating system, the web server, PHP 

and MySQL version are also important. Often coming from the helper requests like "Is 

allow_url_fopen on the server allowed?".  To answer quickly and easily such questions, the PHP 

version number is provided with a link to the server configuration (phpinfo). There you can search 

for the desired variable and then answer the question.   
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System 
 

Options: In this area all the basic settings for the 

software will be taken. 

Packages: Here you can manage the domain 

information to the applications and install and update 

packages. 

Cronjobs: Here you will find all scheduled tasks that 

are performed by the software. 

Maintenance: If the displays in the software not even 

be up to date, then you can empty the whole cache or 

you can update the counters for conversations, 

uploaded files etc. You will also find here the importer 

for the data transfer from other systems. 

Logs: Under this heading you will find the logs of the 

sessions in the ACP, protocols of cron jobs and 

software error messages. 

 

 

System » Options » Module 

 

Sometimes you installed functions you do not need immediately. Therefore, some of these 

functions can be deactivated again.  

Under system you find security features such as the master password, storage of IP addresses 

and security questions (reCAPTCHA), and developer features for troubleshooting.  

User functions are all the things that a user can set, for example, in his profile (e.g. Gravatar, 

signature, etc.) or he generally relates to (e.g. warnings, members, etc.). 

 

Among content you can activate and deactivate the file attachment feature, smilies and tagging. 

 

Community relates to global features such as dashboard, conversations or the like system. 
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System » Options » General 
 

Page: Here are the basic settings, the name of the filebase and its description will be made. In 

addition, you can show or hide the version number and the date and time in the footer of the 

software. For search engines, you can set the value rel="nofollow" here. In this case search 

engines will not follow external links. 

By default, links open in the same window. You can set an alternative here that external links in 

posts should open in a new window. 

 

Metadata: Metadata are invisible information in an HTML page. In them, information about the 

page are included through which you will be better listed in search engines. It is disputed whether 

metadata really fulfill their purpose. 

 

Keywords: The keywords should specify which words frequently occur in the descriptions to the 

filebase. So if you run a filebase on computer games, then the name of the games should be 

entered here. 

 

Description: Here can be entered a description to your filebase. This description will be displayed 

in accordance with the search results in the search engines. 

 

Footer-Code: In this field you can enter code for e.g. banners or analysis tools like "Google 

Analytics" or "Piwik". The HTML code will be displayed below the copyright on each side. The 

code should be entered in the HTML syntax. 

 

URL-Replacements: You may replace parts of the title within the URL. You could use it to replace 

special characters or to expand abbreviations. (One replacement per line).  

Example: 

WBB=WoltLab Burning Board 

GmbH=Gesellschaft mit beschränkter Haftung 

 

Maintenance mode: The Maintenance mode should always be enabled when you are working 

on or in the software. This is the case also for the backup task. Your users will get a message 

and know the fact that your project is soon accessible and will not wonder about any error 

messages. 

 

System: Usually you do not need to change the prefix for cookie name, unless you have several 

WCF installations run under the same cookie domain. 

Prevent page caching in the client browser can be useful when you're working on a new design 

for the filebase and would like to make sure that you always have a current representation in the 

browser. 

The option Disallow embedding in a frame should always be enabled. 
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With the Gzip compression can traffic be minimized. Many web hosts enabled the Gzip 

compression by default in the web server, so this setting is no longer mandatory. Generally, the 

compression level should not be set above 1. Everything above is not in relation to the caused 

server load. 

 

The indication of the proxy server is used to manage outbound HTTP connections of the filebase 

(e.g. if your company requires it). 

 

As graphic libraries for the creation of preview graphics etc. Community Framework supports the 

GD Graphics Library and ImageMagick. If ImageMagick be available on the web space, then we 

recommend you to use the appropriate option. ImageMagick is a lot faster than GD and offers 

better results. 

 

jQuery-Source:  A Content Delivery Network (CDN), or also known as Content Distribution 

Network, is a network of locally distributed and connected through the Internet server are 

delivered with the content (especially large media files). 

In the background, the data in the network be maintained that the respective delivery either as 

quickly as possible is (performance optimization) or as little bandwidth consumed (cost 

optimization), or both. 

Large CDNs maintain thousands of nodes with tens of thousands of servers. The most popular 

comes from Google CDN. 

If you use the filebase on an intranet, then you should select here local version. 

 

In addition, you can define the settings for the Google Maps as map zooming or map type. 

 

E-Mail: In order for automatic notification can be sent to the user, the appropriate data must be 

filled in here. In addition to the sender name and sender e-mail address, it is also important to fill 

in the administrator address. At this address, for example, notifications about new user 

registrations will be sent. Also you can create a text signature that is added to every e-mail. 

 

Send method: Usually a mail server is installed on each server, it is therefore sufficient under 

normal circumstances, to have the delivery method available to PHP. Should it happen that on 

the server, no mail server is installed or if the web host has disabled for other reasons, then you 

can change the shipping method on SMTP. SMTP requires that the PHP function fsockopen is 

enabled. If the function is enabled, you can check in the system tab on the start page in the ACP 

by clicking on the link on the PHP version. Alternatively, please contact your web host and ask 

their support. The debug mode is intended for developers, so that doesn’t every time an e-mail is 

sent out. The e-mails are stored in debug mode to a log file. 

 

Debug Log Filename: This field can only filled out when on delivery method the debug option is 

enabled. The path to the log file must be specified as absolute server path. You can find out the 

absolute server path by clicking on the link in the PHP version at the system tab on the start page 
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in the ACP. Now search for the entry _SERVER ["DOCUMENT_ROOT"]. Copy the full path and 

paste it to debug log filename. The next e-mail sent, the software created in the root directory of 

your domain a file named mail.log. 

 

The fields SMTP Server, SMTP Port, SMTP Username and SMTP Password can only be filled if 

SMTP as delivery method has been activated. What data should be entered in the fields is 

explained below with reference to the examples of AT&T and Gmail: 

 

AT&T 

SMTP-Server: ssl://smtp.att.yahoo.com 

SMTP-Port: 465 

SMTP-Username: AT&T E-Mail-Address 

SMTP-Password: AT&T Password 

Gmail 

SMTP-Server: ssl://smtp.gmail.com 

SMTP-Port: 465 

SMTP-Username: Gmail Mail-Address 

SMTP-Password: Gmail Password 

 

Use „-f“ parameter: Some mail server configurations ignore the specification of a sender and 

replace it with a preset value. Using the "-f" parameter you can force the use of your own sender 

adress. 

 

Use formatted e-mail address: Sender and recipient addresses are placed in the following format: 

"Name <e-mail@domain.tld>". This function is not supported by all mail servers and should be 

switched off in case of problems. 

 

Cache: If the cache method Memcached is available on your system, then you can activate it 

here. Usually, this method is only available on your own dedicated server. If memcached be 

available to you, then you also need to enter the server in the format Server address:port. One 

server per line. 

 

Note: To completely disable the cache, is explicitly not recommended! 

 

Legal Notice: What data are required here is very country-specific. Generally, it is advisable to 

consult a lawyer on this topic! 

 

System » Options » Users 
 

Profile: Here you can made the general profile settings such as How long should the old 

username to be displayed?. If profile visitors or the number of uploaded files to be displayed, as 

well as the setting for the maximum length of the user title and which user titles are reserved. 

Also you will find the settings for the avatar size in pixels and the maximum image height in 

signatures here. 
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You can also adjust the length of time the display for Notifications, Recent activities and profile 

visitors automatically cleaned up. 

 

Member lists: Here you can set how many members should be available per page in the list of 

members, as well as to the standard sort order and the standard sort field. 

 

In addition, you will find the settings for the "Users Online" list. With list unregistered users, you 

can view how many guests are moving on in your filebase. In addition, you can list the search 

engine robots and adjust so that only registered users are allowed to be counted for the online 

record and enable or disable the legend of the user groups.  

As with the member list itself, you can set the sorting and order here. To leave the list always up 

to date, you also can specify how many seconds the page will be automatically reloaded. Use 0 

to disable reloading the page. 

 

Registration: Here you can set the general settings, such as minimum and maximum username 

length. A limitation of the username to ASCII characters causes, for example, that no more 

special characters in usernames are possible. 

Registration can be completely disabled and terms of use can be switched before the registration, 

which must be accepted. As an administrator, you can be also informed of registrations by e-mail. 

You can select whether the user can enable by e-mail confirmation, only administrator can aprove 

or the user is activated directly without further examination. 

 

Third-Party Authentication: Here you can offer your users the ability to log in using their 

Facebook, Google, Twitter or GitHub account. For security reasons Administrators cannot log in 

by third parties in the ACP! 

Below you will find instructions from our developer Tim Düsterhus for setting up authentication via 

Facebook. Further instructions for the other providers, see our blog at:

Facebook: You need a free user account at Facebook, which has been authorized as a 

developer, as well as activated fsockopen (including SSL) on the web space. 

 

1. Call up the apps overview for Facebook developers. 

 

 

2. Select: Create new app and choose a name and a category. A namespace is not 

necessary.

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3. In the following panel, you will find the required App ID and App Secret that you enter in 

the settings of your community. 

 

 

4. Now select Settings » Advanced and enter the redirect URI into the "Valid OAuth redirect 

URI” field. You can find the appropriate redirect URI in the description of the input fields of 

the Preferences. 

 
 

5. Finally, select "Status & Review" and throw the switch to “Yes” so the login is active. 
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6. Ready! You can now test the functioning by logging in your community, call up the menu 

for the login and click on "Facebook". 

 

 

Password: Safety should always be the top priority, so you can make some specifications to 

which your users need to keep in the password-discovery here. Set here how long a password 

must be at least and whether it must contain lowercase letters, uppercase letters, numbers, or 

special characters. 

Filter: Here you can set which username you do not want in your filebase and which e-mail 

addresses should not be allowed (blacklist) or which are only allowed (whitelist). 

 

System » Options » Security 
 

Sessions: The session timeout determines how long a user remains logged in, when he does not 

use cookies. The default value is 1800 seconds. That means the user is logged out after 30 

minutes of inactivity. 

The timeout for user-Online determine when a user is no longer displayed after inactivity in the 

Who-is-online viewing. The same applies for the green badge that can be seen in the post 

overview or in the user profile. The default value is 900 seconds (15 minutes). 

Thus, a user session cannot be taken so quickly by a third party, a validation of IP address and 

browser identification can be activated. The validation of the browser identification is enabled by 

default. The validation of the IP address can exclude users who are traveling by changing IP 

addresses on the Internet. 

 

Blacklist: Excluded IP addresses, browser identifiers and host names still appear in the Who-is-

online list because they only indicate which address has called a user, but not if he actually view 

this page or receives an access denied message. 

 

Anti-Spam: To complicate spam bots life, you can turn on a Captcha on important pages. Which 

pages this should be, you can set here. 

 

Censorship: If you do not want certain racist, pornographic or similar words are to be posted in 

the filebase, then enter these words here. Always one word per line. When one of these words 

should be used while creating a message, the creation is denied. 

 

System » Options » Messages 
 

General: Here you can set the default values for the editor. The display of BBCode, smilies, 

automatic detection of URLs and signatures are enabled by default. The display of HTML should 

not be allowed for normal users usually as they can easily destroy therewith the display of the 

posts or can insert malicious scripts. 
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Should users can share the content easily with social networks, then you can activate the 

corresponding function for the share buttons. Additionally it can be displayed, how often the 

content was shared 

Like System: Here you can specify whether users can like themselves. You can also prohibit the 

gernal use of dislikes and enable a summary of likes/dislikes. 

 

The maximum number of options for polls can set here also. 

 

Attachments: You can optionally define a different location (default: /wcf/attachments/) for the 

attachments. Existing attachments must be transferred manually to the new location. 

 

In addition, you can enable that thumbnails will be created from the uploaded pictures and 

whether the aspect ratio should be maintained. The height and width of the thumbnails can also 

be set. 

 

Sidebar: The sidebar contains the user information such as avatar, user rank, online status, 

activity points, authors received likes and post count. This information can be de-/activate here. 

 

Search: Here you can set how many hits per page should be displayed in the search and how 

the order and sequencing should be.  

 

Note: The minimum number of 4 characters can only be changed directly in the MySQL 

configuration (my.cnf). For this, the value ft_min_word_len must be adjusted. You need to have 

root privileges on the server! 

 

Conversations: In this section you can set how many conversations and how many messages to 

be displayed per page in the conversations themselves. Also you can adjust the number of 

messages to be displayed when replying to a conversation in the history. Finally, of course, also 

the order and sequencing. 

 

System » Options » Dashboard 
 

The dashboard is the new home page, where activities can be bundled. 

 

Content area: Here you can set how many entries should be displayed in the box recent 

activities. 

Sidebar: Here you can specify how many entries and files in the boxes recent activities, and files 

should be displayed.  
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System » Options » Filebase 
 

Files:  Insert a hook when a flag should be displayed for the language of each file. Thus, the flag 

is displayed, you must also activate the multilingualism under Appearance » Languages » 

Multilingualism. If you want that the users are required to specify the uploaded files a unique 

version number, then activate the option enable file version numbers. 

 

In the further course you can set how many files are to be listed per page, how many characters 

the short description can have and if the files be stored in a different location from the default 

directory (/files/). 

 

Note: Existing files must be transferred manually to the new location. 

 

If the general statistics box and/or the user online list should be displayed on the home page, you 

can set the appropriate hooks here. 

 

User online list (home page): 

 

In a filebase where many users are online at the same time, this option can cause performance 

problems! 

 

Genereal statistics box (home page): 

 

 

Support Thread: If you use the filebase along with Burning Board 4, then you can also set here, 

in which forum a support/discussion thread should be created for each new entry in the filebase. 

 

System » Options » Import & Export 
 

In this section you can export the settings made under options and import again. 

 

System » Packages » Manage Applications 
 

Here you can manage all installed applications. By default that are WoltLab Community 

Framework and WoltLab Filebase. 
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Click on the appropriate application to set the domain over which the application is reachable or 

to change the cookie domain. 

 

For a server relocation including new domain, the new domain must be entered here accordingly. 

Usually, the cookie domain matches the domain field. 

 

In addition, if another application is installed, such as Community Blog or Burning Board, you can 

specify one of them as the primary application here. 

 

System » Packages » List Packages 
 

Under List Packages you will find a list of all installed packages including details of the developer, 

version number and update date. By clicking on the X in front of the package name, you can 

uninstall the package. If you click directly on the name of the package, you will receive additional 

information and a list of packages that the package is itself dependent. 

In addition, you will find a button for manual search for updates. Usually, a note about new 

updates for the packages will show in WoltLab Filebase itself, and in the ACP in the user panel at 

the top.

System » Packages » Install Package 
 

Here you have the ability to search and install a package directly over the package servers, as 

well as upload and install a package manually from your hard drive. Alternatively, you can also 

specify a web address, or the path to the web space to a plugin. 

If you download a package, for example in our plugin store, then left the file please as it is. You 

does not need to unpack the archive. Just upload the archive from your hard drive and follow the 

install instructions. 

The procedure for manual updates of installed packages is exactly the same as in install new 

packages. The system automatically detects that it is an update and updates the appropriate 

packages. 
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System » Packages » List Updates Servers 
 

Under List Updates Servers are all currently registered package server listed. Here you can 

check the online status of the server and check the error message for any problems. In addition, 

you can disable unnecessary server. By clicking on the server name, you can edit the server 

address and the stored login data. 

 

System » Cronjobs » List Cronjobs 
 

These cron jobs are not real system cron jobs, but PHP tasks to run at specific times by calling 

the filebase by the user. They are triggered manually as opposed to real cron jobs. 

In rare cases it can happen that you have to run a cron job prematurely. Click on the arrow in 

front of the cron job. 

Not necessarily needed cron jobs can be disabled by the checkbox icon and enable it again. 

With the X, cron jobs can be deleted. Here you should be careful as always, since the deletion 

may well lead to errors in the operation of the filebase. At cron jobs absolutely needed the X is 

grayed out in accordance with. 

The columns m, h, D, M and DoW specify on which time the cron job be executed. There are a lot 

of ways that can be set. In the following table you will find three examples:

System » Cronjobs » Add Cronjob 
 

The creation of cron jobs (scheduled tasks) requires a precise knowledge of the crontab syntax 

on Unix-like systems. Further information is available on this website: Newbie: Intro to cron. 

 

PHP Class Name: Add here the path to the previously created php file. Depending on the 

application file stored in the directory /nameOfTheApplication/lib/system/cronjob/.  

As an example, the cron job that updates the timestamp of the last activity of the user:

System » Logs » Sessions 
 

Under sessions, you can see who has logged into the ACP and what the user has done there. If 

you click on the username, you will get a detailed list of what the user called on during the 

session in the ACP.

Profile: Here you can search profile information whose profile fields are marked accordingly as

Appearance: Here you can set the order and sorting and number of search results per page, 

and enable additional profile fields to be displayed in addition.

This table lists all registered users. You have in the overview, the ways to edit a user through the 

various icons (pencil), delete (x), lock and activate (check box).

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Select multiple users: If you mark at least two users, you will get in addition to those previously 

mentioned options, the option to merge the users.

The block reason is displayed to the user if he wants to change the avatar itself.

To create a new style WoltLab Basic is the best style. In contrast to the WoltLab Blue Sunrise 

style the WoltLab Basic style does not include additional CSS declarations and can be changed 

therefore better. The easiest way is if you create a copy from WoltLab Basic style and then make 

your changes to the copy. The individual points of the style editor will be explained under 

Appearance » Styles » Add Style.

Date: Enter the date of creation of the style (optional). 

 

License: Enter the license under which the style should be. For Example: GNU Lesser General 

Public License (LGPL) or Creative Commons <by-nc-nd> (optional). 

 

Website: Enter here your website (optional). 

 

Description: Here you can enter a brief description of the style (optional).  

 

Preview Image: Upload a preview image for this style, acceptable image types are JPG and PNG. 

Dimensions should be 102px × 64px, exceeding images will be scaled. 

 

Template Group: Which template group should use the style? 

 

Image Path: If your style requires its own graphics, you should place them in a subfolder of the 

folder "images" in the directory /wcf/. Enter the path to this folder. 

 

Global Settings 

Use fluid width: If the style is adapted to the size of the browser window, then you can set the 

hook here. 

If you have selected flexibly, then you must specify a minimum width and a maximum width. The 

minimum width is most often laid in pixels (e.g. 760 pixels) and the maximum width in percent 

(e.g. 80% of the browser window size). 

 

If you want the style to be static, then remove the hook for Use fluid width and enter an 

appropriate width. 

 

Page Logo: If you have previously entered nothing at images path, then the images are searched 

by default in the directory /wcf/images/. Otherwise, upload the images to the directory that you 

have previously been entered in images path and then fill in only the name of the image.

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Font Size: Here you can set the global font size for normal text. You can choose between the

Color Palette 

Here you can choose the different colors per color picker. In addition, you will be shown when 

crossing the color field with the mouse, the name of the LESS variable. 

 

Page: Here you can set the global color settings for the background, the font and links. 

 

Content Area: The content area affects, for example, the posts. 

 

Container: Containers are different boxes, for example at the list of categories. Category 1 

(background) has a different color as a category 2 (background accent). The same applies to the 

image list. 

 

User Panel: The user panel is the bar where your username, notifications, moderation, etc. are 

displayed. 

 

Tabular Lists: Here you'll find the header for categories, themes etc. Listings. 

 

Buttons: Here you can set the color for all buttons. 

 

Input Elements in Forms: Here you can set the colors for text fields, etc.  

 

Advanced Setting: 

Individual CSS and LESS: Content will be appended to the style sheet and may contain pure 

CSS. Furthermore you can use LESS including all mixins provided by Community Framework. 

For a centered logo the CSS code would be:

} 
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LESS Variables Override: Allows you to override LESS variables not available through the style 

editor itself. Syntax: “@variableName: variableValue;” referred variables must be declared prior 

any attempt to read their value.

Note: Newly created styles are disabled by default. 

 

Appearance » Styles » Import Style 
 

In this area you can import styles that were previously exported under Appearance » Styles » List 

Styles. Styles that you have downloaded from the plugins Store must be installed under System » 

Packages » Install Package. In both cases it is important that you do not extract the archive 

before! 

 

Appearance » Page Menu » List Menu Items 
 

Here you can list all the menu items for the main and footer menu. By clicking the icon , you 

can (de-)activate menu items. The menu items can be moved by drag and drop with the mouse. 

To save the changes, click on the button Save Sorting. The individual points below Edit Menu 

Item will be explained under Appearance » Page Menu » Add Menu Item. 

 

Note: The footer menu does not support sub menu items! 

 

Appearance » Page Menu » Add Menu Item 
 

Position: Here you can set whether it should be a main or footer menu item. 

 

Parent Menu Item: In the case of a main menu item you can set whether the new menu item to be 

subordinate to an existing here. 

 

Title:  Here you must enter the name of the new menu item. 

 

Internal link / External link: By default it is always an external link. Because in that case, you only 

need to specify the address of the page you want to link to. It does not matter whether it is such a 

page as http://www.google.com or a custom page. Do you want to link to, for example, a sub-

category, then you need only enter index.php/EntryList/1-Default-Category/. Your domain is 

automatically placed. 
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It is recommended to create an internal link always as a package. How can you create an internal 

link, is explained under the point Create internal menu item. 

 

Display Order: Here you can set where in the menu the new item should be displayed. If you 

leave the value set to 0, the menu item is automatically added to the end. 

 

Appearance » Templates » List Templates 
 

To edit a template from the default group, it is mandatory to previously create a separate template 

group. This prevents own changes to be overwritten with an update or generally the software 

does not work anymore. 

 

Template Group: Here you can set the filtering, if the templates are to be displayed from the 

default group or a separate template group. 

 

Application: The templates are generally associated with an application. Here you can filter by the 

installed applications. By default, these are WoltLab Community Framework and WoltLab 

Filebase. 

 

Appearance » Templates » Add Template 
 

In order to add a custom template, you must create a new template group. Own templates cannot 

be saved in the default template group. This prevents own changes to be overwritten with an 

update or generally the software does not work anymore. 

 

Note: The new template group must be respectively set in the style so that the new templates are 

used. 

 

If you want to make changes to an existing template from the default group, then the template to 

the new template group must necessarily be named like in the default group, otherwise the 

template from the default group is always used for the display. 

 

Appearance » Templates » List Template Groups 
 

All the existing template groups can be edited and deleted here. Also displays how many 

templates are in this template group. 
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Appearance » Templates » Add Template Group 
 

You can assign a template group to a parent template group. This is useful if you have several 

styles with only minimal changes to save the work you having to maintain multiple templates. 

 

Usually you write the same thing in the Name and Directory to assign your templates better later. 

Appearance » Languages » List Languages 
 

Here you will find an overview of all installed languages. You can export the language as an XML 

file, change the name and set as default. Furthermore shows how many users choose the 

language package in the filebase and how many language variables you have changed. By 

clicking on the number of changed language variables all changed language variables are listed 

in the package. 

 

Note: The software will automatically detect the browser language and selects the matching 

language to be displayed. Only if no corresponding language pack is installed, it will fall back to 

the default language or the user chooses a language. 

Appearance » Languages » Import Language 
 

Here you can import a new language pack and new language variables for existing languages. 

The XML file must either via FTP lie within the directory /wcf/, or upload the XML file directly from 

your hard drive.

Here you can search the language packs for specific text snippets or directly after the name of 

the language variable and then edit them.

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In the Custom Value field you can enter your changes. Should change the original value of the 

language variable by an update, only your own version is disabled so that you can adjust them if 

necessary and then re-enable it.

Did you install multiple languages, your members can display the user interface in one of these 

languages. Threads are also associated with a language. The user can choose in their profile, 

whether exclusively contents of certain languages are displayed. When creating threads the 

active interface language is set by default.

Smilies: Here you can manage the existing smileys and 

create different smiley categories. 

Labels: Labels replace the familiar thread prefixes. Here 

you can create new labels and assign them to groups. 

BBCodes: A filebase cannot exist without BBCodes. 

Besides BBCodes you can add here additional media 

providers such as YouTube etc. 

Tags: In this section you will find a list of all tags used in 

the filebase. You can also specify new tags. 

Attachments: Here you can manage all uploaded 

attachments in the applications. 

 

 

Content » Smilies » List Smilies 
 

The smileys can be moved by drag and drop with the mouse. To save the changes, click on the 

button Save Sorting. 

 

Content » Smilies » Add Smiley 
 

To add a new smiley, you need to upload the image via FTP to the directory /wcf/. By default 

smileys are stored in the directory /wcf/images/smilies/, so it is recommended to also upload new 

smileys in this folder or a subfolder. 

 

If you have loaded the new smiley in the default directory, then you need to enter at the Smiley 

Path images/smilies/filename.filetype.  

 

Primary Smiley Code must be filled out and should be unique. The Alternative Smiley Code is 

optional. 

 

Content » Smilies » List Smiley Categories 
 

If you no longer need a smiley category, then you can disable it here. As with the smilies before, 

you can change the sort order with drag and drop. Click the Save button to save the new sort 

order. 
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Content » Smilies » Add Smiley Category 
 

Categories are always recommended if you want to offer your users a very large selection of 

smileys. 

 

Content » Labels » List Labels 
 

The labels replace the known prefixes from the previous Burning Board versions. Here you will 

find a list of all created labels including the respective category. 

 

Note: It must be installed another application to use labels! 

 

Content » Labels » Add Label 
 

As an alternative to the label colors you can assign your own CSS class. The content of the CSS 

class can you enter in the style editor under advanced settings. 

 

Content » Labels » List Label Groups 
 

Before you can create a label, you must create a label group. All existing label groups, you can 

list here. 

 

Content » Labels » Add Label Group 
 

In addition to the group name and whether labels must be strictly selected in this group, you can 

still set for users and groups, whether they see labels from this group and/or are allowed to set. 

Under Availability you can set in which categories, the labels for this group should be available. 

 

Content » BBCodes » List BBCodes 
 

Here you will find an overview of all available BBCodes. Unnecessary BBCodes can be disabled. 

 

Content » BBCodes » Add BBCode 
 

BBCode: Here, the name must be entered, which is in the brackets [ ] (e.g. [url]). The name must 

be entered without the brackets (e.g. url). 
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Opening HTML tag: Here you can enter the HTML tag, so your users can format text with HTML, 

without requiring you to allow HTML. As an example, "b" for bold writing (without the " "). 

 

Closing HTML tag: See Opening HTML tag. 

 

Allowed Children: Here you can specify which additional BBCodes can be converted within this 

BBCodes. The allowed BBCodes must be separated by a comma. If you want to allow all 

BBCodes, you can alternatively also enter all, none for no BBCodes. It can also BBCodes be 

excluded. all^b,i stands for example for all BBCodes except b and i 

 

PHP Class Name: If you have created a custom PHP class that handles the processing of the 

BBCodes, then you can enter the name of the class here. The PHP file must be located in the 

directory /wcf/lib/system/bbcode/. If your PHP class called e.g. ListBBCode.class.php, then all 

you need to enter is wcf/system/bbcode/ListBBCode. 

 

Attribute: Click the + to add a new attribute. Attributes are optional. 

 

Attribute HTML code: The addition included HTML code is appended to the above listed, opening 

HTML tag. With %s you also pass the content entered by the user. 

Example:  

Opening HTML tag: span 

Attribute HTML code: style="color: %s" 

User selects in the editor the color red: #ff0000

Regular Expression for Validation: If the regular expression is not true, then the BBCode is not

Use content: Content between BBCode tags will be used as attribute value unless it was explicitly

Content » Tags » List Tags 
 

Here you can display all used tags and edit or remove unnecessary tags. 

 

Content » Tags » Add Tag 
 

Here you can specify tags which the users can use in their threads, etc. Tags are keywords that 

help to describe an element such as a text or an image. 

 

Content » Attachments » Browse Attachments 
 

Here you can display all attachments that your users uploaded, and possibly delete the 

attachment.  

 

Note: Attachments in conversations are not listed here. 
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Community 
 

Dashboard: In this section you can configure the 

dashboard and in the sidebar the boxes for members 

list, filebase index page and file list. 

 

Filebase: From this point you can manage the 

categories of the filebase. 

 

 

Community » Dashboard » Configuration 
 

Allows you to enable or disable the individual boxes for the dashboard page and the sidebar 

boxes for the pages dashboard, member list, filebase index page and file list. The boxes can be 

moved via drag and drop with the mouse. 

 

Community » Filebase » List Categories 
 

This point lists the available categories. In addition, you can edit (pencil), delete (x) to enable or 

disable (checkbox) the categories with the different icons. The categories can be moved by drag 

and drop with the mouse. To save the changes, click on the button Save Sorting. 

 

Community » Filebase » Add Category 
 

During the creation of a category, you can assign specific user group/user permissions. These 

permissions override the normal user group permissions. Category specific permissions 

automatically inherited by each child category. 
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Moderation 
 

In the user menu, you will be notified about awaiting approval and reported content.  

 

 

When you click on moderation, you can display all waiting for approval or reported contents and 

the deleted content. 

 

 

 

To allow other moderators to be able to give your team know that you have taken approval or 

reported content, you can assign yourself. 
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Moderative options - Filebase 

 

On the overview page, you have the option of disabling the file 

and edit it. Also you can mark the file as “Featured” to highlight it 

on the index page.

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Create internal menu item 
 

You have the choice to manually create the menu item or directly as a package. Based on this 

example, a menu item named example and a simple HTML page is created.

When this is done, then you need to look in the 

table wcf1_page_menu_item in phpMyAdmin, as the name of the new menu item is and adjust 

the name in the controller PHP file, otherwise the menu item is not marked as active, since the 

name is wrong.

Change directory structure subsequently 
 

If you want to move the filebase to another directory, then it is necessarily that you adjust the 

domain under System » Packages » Manage Applications. 

 

It is important that you proceed in the correct order, otherwise you will even throw out of the ACP. 

 

First, change the path from the WoltLab Community Framework and subsequently by WoltLab 

Filebase. 

 

Example: The filebase was installed under http://www.example.com/filebase/ and will now be 

moved directly into the main directory http://www.example.com.

Note: If you change the full domain, then the cookie domain must be changed to the new domain 

also. The entry is identical to the domain under domain settings 

  

If you have taken the wrong order and have been logged out of the ACP, then you can change 

the paths with phpMyAdmin directly in the database in the table wcf1_application. In order for the

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Server migration 
 

In order to move the whole filebase to a new server, you must enable the maintenance mode 

under System » Options » General at first.  

 

Should the domain or generally the directory structure change during the move, then proceed 

according to these instructions: Change directory structure subsequently. 

 

Now create a backup of the database on your hard drive. For this, use phpMyAdmin in the 

customer interface of your web host. For larger databases, it is best to use the MySQLDumper 

instead of phpMyAdmin. The MySQLDumper you get under http://www.mysqldumper.de. If you 

have a dedicated server or web space with SSH access, then use the MySQL client mysqldump. 

 

Now connect via your FTP program on the current web space and download all files to your hard 

drive. 

 

Your main folder should look like this: 

 

 

After you have finished downloading, open your file browser (e.g. Windows key + E on Windows) 

and go to the directory where you just saved the files. There you clear the directories /wcf/cache/ 

and /wcf/templates/compiled/. In the config.inc.php in the directory /wcf/, enter the database 

credentials of the new web host. 

 

Now connect via FTP with the new web space and upload there the just secured files from your 

filebase. Find out in advance with your web host if running PHP as FastCGI or Module. In case of 

Module the folders need set to chmod 777 and chmod the files to 666. To set this chmod, you 

make a right-click in your FTP program on the folders/files and choose properties. Depending on 

your FTP program, you can assign the permissions recursively for all subfolders and/or files. 

 

Now only the backup of the database must be imported into the new database again via 

phpMyAdmin or MySQLDumper.
